• Assault 

• Profanity, vulgar language or gestures 

• Harassment- using words or actions that intimidate threaten or persecute others 
during or following testings or activities. 

• Cheating 

• Abusing a horse 

Any USPC member, ratings candidate or parent not conforming to the Code of Conduct is subject to the following actions: 

1. The examiners/clinician administering the testing or activity may immediately 
suspend or expel an individual from the testing. 

2. The Red River Regional officers may also withhold the privilege to attend 
future testings or activities.
